Do you have a New Years Resolution? It's not 
too late! At Holy Cross Anglican Church 
we welcome you to join us in the challenge 

of “Through the Bible in 90 Days”—a short term 
program for reading through the Bible in 
community, in focus, and in just 12 pages a day.  The 
participants will actually read through the Bible 
cover to cover in 90 days, dedicating less than an 
hour a day to the reading. 

It's a challenge to each of us who desire to read the 
Bible straight through, to see redemptive history 
unfold from the Garden of Eden to the New 
Jerusalem, but have perhaps lost momentum 
somewhere in the middle.  Unlike a year long 
program, the 90 day format unfolds the divine 
drama at a breathtaking pace so that the reader is 
able to connect the major events of the Bible. 

The real merit of the program, however, is that the 
participants will be able to draw on the momentum 
and energy of a community. Resolutions made in 
private rarely endure, but together, we'll be able to 
maintain our commitment through the support and 
encouragement of others making the same effort.  
Each week, participants will meet at Holy Cross to 
give encouragement, to discuss the weeks reading 
and to learn insights into the reading from 
competent Biblical teachers. 
All are welcome to participate in this extraordinary 
experience of God's Word, beginning  with an

Resources for 
your Reading

While you are very welcome to use 
your own Bible, you may want to 
have an NIV thin-line Bible with all 
of the readings laid out--an 
additional benefit for reading in the 
group.  This will be available in 
hardback for $15 at the orientation.  
A student workbook ($9), and a  an 
optional reading companion ($10) 
will also be available.  

Take these weeks before to 
gradually get into the habit of 
devoting an hour a day to reading.  
None of us has an extra hour in the 
day, and when you displace that 
much time, it tends to affect other 
areas of your life.   Experiment with 
watching less television, getting to 
bed earlier, or other incremental 
steps by which you can build this 
regular time into your day without 
destroying other perfectly good 
habits.
